CLOSE THE LOOP AND BUY RECYCLED PRODUCTS

Recycling cans, bottles, paper and other materials
is the first step in the recycling process. Take

the next step by shopping for products made
from recycled materials. When you buy recycled
products, you close the loop by incentivising
manufacturers to use recycled materials to create
their goods.

Buying products made from recycled materials is a
simple way to help the environment and ensure the
long-term success of curbside recycling programs.

There are a variety of products made from
recyclables, such as many types of paper, cereal
and tissue boxes, toilet paper, plastic lumber and
much more. One ton or 40 cases of recycled paper
saves: 17 trees, 7000 gallons of water and 4100
kwh of energy, enough to power the average home
for 6 months, 60 pounds of air pollution and 2.5
cubic yards of landfill space.

When shopping, look for products containing the
highest percentage of post-consumer recycled
material you can find. Post-consumer recycled
products are made from the materials you set out at

the curbside.

If post-consumer recycled content products are
not available at the stores where you shop, ask the
store manager to begin stocking these products.
Shopping online for items with recycled content

is another option. Write to manufacturers and ask
that they begin producing products with recycled
content. Encourage others in your neighborhood,
office and community to buy recycled products.

Look for the recycling symbol and a
statement that the product is made from
post-consumer recycled material.
